Call To Order

The Regular Meeting of the Board of Directors of Western Eagle County Metropolitan Recreation District was called to order by Director Glass on January 20, 2010 at 5:45 p.m. noting a quorum was present.  
Minutes

Director McCaulley motioned to approve the December 11, 2009 meeting minutes.  Director Alt seconded the motion, it was unanimously

Meeting with The Youth Foundation Executive Committee

Mrs. Davis thanked the Board and informed them that The Youth Foundation was granted $30,000 from the Gates Foundation.  Discussion was held on the WECMRD and Youth Foundation Partnership and specific costs for the Field House office space.  
Financials   
Mr. Lewis presented the November and December 2009 financials.  He explained that there may be some changes to the end of year numbers when additional bills come in for 2009.  He stated there is $5 million in the Bank.  Property Tax receivable is $3,370,000.  We didn’t receive $17,320 in property taxes.  There is $1.5 million in restricted funds and the remaining fund balance is unrestricted.  Interest income is less than budget for the year.  Revenue is less than budget and expense is less than budget, so they offset each other.  Director McCaulley motioned to approve the November and December 2009 Financials and Accounts Payable list with stated changes. Director Alt seconded the motion, it was unanimously

Old Business – EPIR Capital Committee Funding for 2010

Mr. Russell informed the Board that the Town of Eagle is trying to come up with funds to contribute $21,000 to the EPIR Capital Committee Fund.  WECMRD will match the contribution.  
WECMRD Field House Annual Pass – Non Resident Option

Mr. Russell stated that 16 non-resident passes have been sold.  Family pass is $299 and Youth pass is $49.  Further discussion was held.

401a Amended Resolution

Director McCaulley motioned to approve Amendment #1 to the WECMRD 401a Plan Resolution.  Director Conway seconded the motion, it was unanimously  

RESOLVED to approve Amendment #1 to the WECMRD 401a Plan Resolution.
Eagle River Watershed Council Payment
Mr. Russell requested Board approval to pay the tap fees for the WECMRD Field House rather than utilize the 10 year deferred payment option.

Mr. Russell presented the 2010-2014 Master Plan Summary to the Board for their review.

Director McCaulley stated he has heard good comments about the Field House Mr. Ruff replied that the CPRA Spring Summit is going to be held on April 22 and April 23 and he will invite Eagle County.   Director Glass stated good job on opening the Field House.  Director Conway stated that the School District acquired the Bindley property on the hill by the Gypsum Sports Complex.  Director Erickson stated good job on the Field House and inquired if the project is under budget is there items that the staff needs.  Director Alt stated she heard good comments about the new lights at EPIR.
